With the permission of his 
Guru he went to India where he spent  six years studying Vedanta
and Sanskrit under the guidance of Swami Chidanandaji, Swami
Tejomayanandaji and under Swami Chinmayanandaji himself. He 
holds a B.A double major in Political Science and Philosophy from 
York University, Toronto and an Law Degree (LL.B) from Benares
Hindu University.

He was initiated 
into sannyasa on March 8, 2005. At present he is the resident 
Acharya of Chinmaya Mission Trinidad and Tobago.

He was one of the Acharya-s at both 
the family camps conducted by Chinmaya Mission San Diego at Temecula (2002 & 2003).
